Production:

Opening — We will open the pageant with dance group and upon their completion of
their routine you will enter the stage for introduction. After intros you will come back on
stage one at a time and you will be going right into the on-stage question competition.
Your wardrobe will be your opening number outfit. You will be asked two questions on
stage in a one on one interview sitting in a chair (please be mindful of how you sit) the
first question will be the same for everyone and it will be “Do you believe taking the
right steps in your life is important and how has it affected you thus far?”
